3. Derby student lights up Las Vegas 
�
The Derby Evening Telegraph reports that Light installations made by a University of 
Derby student could soon be illuminating the rooms of a new casino complex in Las 
Vegas. 
 
Graduate Mike Radford has developed a range of light fittings using birch-plywood, 
which is both flexible and long-lasting.  He is calling his lights "koivu" - which is the 
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Finnish word for birch - and has developed the set for a restaurant in the complex, due to 
open next year, under his brand 4D Designs. 
  
The 22-year-old, of Ilkeston, has just completed a three-year degree course in three-
dimensional sustainable design and practice.  He is now working with interior design 
company SLDesign to complete the American commission. 
 
Mr Radford is also setting up a new business - Shed 2 Studios, in Ilkeston - with three 
fellow graduates.  They are developing their products further by promoting the green and 
sustainable furniture theme, using natural materials with new and traditional production 
methods. 
 
Mr Radford creates tall objects by using a jigsaw-style technique that allows him to 
interlock structures without the need for nails or glue.  He fits them with lights to flood the 
surrounding area with illumination. 
 
Mr Radford said: "There has been a lot of interest in the koivu light installations since 
they were first unveiled at the degree shows last summer. 
 
"I am excited to be going into business with the others. We hope that, by working 
together, we can really harness a creative environment to explore new ideas and 
develop the business." 
The other graduates involved are Travis Kelly, 30, Louise Smith, 24, and Rachel Carter, 
32.  Mr Kelly, of Stoke, has developed a range of oak furniture which is bent into arch 
shapes using canoe-building and steam-bending techniques.  Miss Smith, of Preston, 
uses recycled aluminium and screen-printing techniques to create eye-catching jewellery 
with an insect theme.  And Miss Carter, 32, of Stapleford, designs and makes sculptural 
pieces using mild steel and willow for landscape and garden settings. 
 
Their former tutor, Dr Tim Willey, who is programme leader for BA (Hons) Crafts at 
Derby, is delighted by their success  He said: "Their work seems to strike a welcome 
chord with those looking for an enlightened approach to designing and making items. It 
seems that the sustainable credentials of quality crafts are being valued once again." 
 
Shed 2 Studios is based at Unit 2, Manners Avenue, on the Manners Industrial Estate in 
Ilkeston.  
 
All four graduates will receive their degrees at the university's awards ceremonies on 
January 18 and 19 in the Derby Assembly Rooms.
