2. East Midlands Designer of the Year competition
winner announced

A Leicestershire designer impressed judges with an innovative space-saving table and
chair and scooped the first prize worth £5,000 in the first East Midlands Designer of the
Year Competition. The winner was announced at 100% Design last weekend.

Launched this summer by the East Midlands leading design agency, Design Factory, the
competition asked talented designers from across the region for their ideas for an
innovative and practical item of storage furniture.
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The winner, Eiry Rock, who graduated from Loughborough University this summer with a
BA in 3D Design (Furniture), took the top spot with her simple but effective design. As
well as a £2,500 marketing grant, Eiry’s winning table and chair will take centre stage in
Design Factory’s stand at 100% Design, the UK’s most prestigious interior design show
next September.

Eiry (22) of Thurcaston, said: “I feel completely overwhelmed to have won this
competition. It's a fantastic opportunity and one which | hope will benefit my design
career greatly. | now hope to develop my concept through material exploration and by
addressing the products function and marketability.”

The design Eiry came up with for the competition was a box and chair, made from ash
and MDF, which can be used as seating for both an adult and child or can be a seat and
a table for a child.

Judge, Lee Garland, of Concept for Living magazine, described Eiry’s design as a
revelation which made him sit up in his chair. He said: “It was in a league of it's own in
terms of conceptual design. The shadow it casts into the space left by the chair, the
confident monotone of the piece. It was a revelation. It didn't store much more than the
chair it had cut out from itself - but there's no denying it's the best looking table that
stores a chair I'd ever seen! I'm not an expert in marketability of furniture - but | want
one. It's a piece of art.”

Runners up, Ali Woodgate and Pete Wycherley, both De Montfort University graduates,
who together launched their own design house Creative Ape Ltd in 2006, came up with a
springbook bookcase. The concept takes flat-packed furniture to another level as the
bookcase is designed to save space. The shelves can be folded out when in use or
folded back when not required — saving lots of space. The duo, who have recently
collaborated with Hotel Maiyang - Leicester’s first boutique hotel on a range of bespoke
furniture, wins a year’s free Design Factory associate membership. This includes a host
of benefits including training, business support and one-to-one mentoring.

Ali and Pete of Leicester, said: “We are delighted to be the runners-up and not only for
the recognition, but also the business support and mentoring which will only benefit the
company further. As a young design company, it's important to get your name heard and
the “Design Factory’s Designers of the Year” competition was a perfect way to carry our
Creative Ape to a wider audience.”

Clare Edwards, founder and director of Design Factory, which funds and supports
regional designer/makers, said: “Once again we can see that there is a great deal of
creative talent in the East Midlands. It was the first Design Factory competition and we
were thrilled with the standard of entries, there were several inspiring concepts and it
was a close run competition. Both Eiry and Creative Ape demonstrated originality in their
designs which have a great deal of potential to be taken to market. Design Factory will
now work with both Eiry and Creative Ape to help them achieve their goals.”
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Next year the competition will focus on a different, as yet undecided, specialism and will
be launched in Summer 2008.

Design Factory recruited a panel of industry professionals to assist with the judging.
Alongside Clare Edwards, Director of Design Factory, the other judges included:

3. Heath & Heaven conquers new terrain

Living Art’'s influential work Heath and Heaven Part I: A Portrait of the Peak District has
been revealed to an appreciative and significant audience at the prominent Association
of National Park Authorities Conference, this year hosted by the Peak District National
Park in Buxton.

Some 150 delegates were treated to the visual spectacle that portrays the Peak District
National Park in a patchwork of beautifully crafted images captured from the air by
acclaimed photographer John Beatty and created by Living Art founder Simon Homfray.

Heath & Heaven takes the viewer on a unique journey across every corner of the
country’s first National Park. Keen to capture the spirit of the Park, it shows the detail,
warmth, and essence of why we love the Park, why we use the Park and why we should
celebrate the Park and work to conserve it for future generations.

This important work is unique in being able to offer a different perspective of the Peak
District National Park. It allows the Park to be viewed as a whole from just one stand-
point, opening it up to wider audiences. The National Parks Conference provided the
ideal platform from which to launch Living Art’s national tour, a year long project that
aims to inspire, educate and encourage the public to be more aware of our environment;
to regard its beauty and to appreciate the importance of the Park as a national treasure
and the need to help safeguard its future.

“Heath & Heaven takes the audience on a journey of discovery of both the more popular
destinations and introducing the lesser-known and least accessible landscapes,” says its
creator Si Homfray. “Living Art wants to encourage visitors to visit the Peak District, to
contribute to the local economy but in a responsible manner, to respect the flora and
fauna within the Peak District National Park.”

Explaining the idea behind the exhibition, he adds, “Heath and Heaven aims to convey a
message that this National Park is a miniature working example of how life really can
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work in balance and harmony with nature, and perhaps an example for greater powers
to take note.”

Heath & Heaven Part 1 is part of a Living Art national touring exhibition for 2007/08,
supported by the New Environmental Economy Programme, a grant scheme funded
through contributions from the European Regional Development Fund, Peak District
National Park Authority, Derby & Derbyshire Economic Partnership, Natural England,
High Peak Borough Council, Derbyshire Dales District Council and University of Derby.

5. &yeinthe Sky(Pthe Tetra Phase

Nottingham-based Reactor’s newly-commissioned, site-specific project, The Tetra Phase
set in Manchester’s The Old Fire Station beside Piccadilly Station employs CCTV to offer
a unique perspective. Set in this disused historic building — known only as The Station —
it presents an immersive journey into subjective experience. On Saturdays for the rest of
October, groups of people will be able to book to venture into this space, where, working
together at some points but in opposition at others, their journeys will intersect as they
locate individual pathways through the constructed possibilities of a labyrinthine space.

Participants can book to attend the event only once, so there will be no opportunity to
repeat the experience, or take advantage of a wider perspective. As in life, you only get
one chance.

However, others will be watching. The omnipresent ‘eye in the sky’, created by a network
of CCTV cameras, forms the only position from which a privileged perspective on the
event is possible. But who is doing the watching? And for what purpose?

Through ongoing research into belief systems and their place in collective action and
community, Reactor explores the ways in which culture and common beliefs hold
together social groups and communities. This focus is reflected in the projects it delivers,
producing complex environments involving intertwined paths, and with audiences split to
take different routes through the work. Reactor seeks to transcend the usual parameters
of an ‘art exhibition’ by employing an extensive and lateral development of the
possibilities of what the work can be, encouraging the event to spill out from its initial
structure into an ‘expanded field’ of activity.

The Tetra Phase further explores Reactor’s interest in ‘the audience as artwork’. Over
recent years Reactor has delivered complex projects such as Total GHAOS, Ivan’s Dogs
and Destination: Geodecity, and has also been commissioned by the Angel Row Gallery,
Quad, Sideshow, the NOW Festival and LIFT to produce a range of off-site projects,
exploring alternative sites, structures and forms of audience engagement. Future
commissions will include work for the Donau Festival in Austria and the Isaac Newton Art
Trust in Sussex.

In 2001, Kekele was formed by a group of veteran Congolese musicians, including
guitarist Syran Mbenza and vocalists Wutu Mayi and Nyboma from the successful
Quatre Etoiles, and also singers Bumba Massa and Loko Massengo. They came
together to get back to the roots spirit of the great and influential Congo sound. Using
hand percussion and acoustic guitars, no synthersizers or electronics beyond an electric
bass, and composing new songs in the old style, Kékélé certainly pricked up ears with
their debut release, Rumba Conga.

The band's true promise emerged later, in 2003, with their more confident and well-
realized follow-up Congo Life, one of the most satisfying Congolese music releases in
many years. Each singing star composes and showcases, with the others filling out rich
harmonies. The new compositions stand up well, but each album also nods to the past,
the first with a medley of songs by Joseph Kabasele (The Grand Kalle) and the second
with a medley of Franco hits. Kékélé offers a brilliant realization of an idea the world has
been crying for: just because young Africans are thriling to the the machine
driven, hip hop-tinged sounds coming out of today's Kinshasa, doesn't mean we have to
bury the sweetness of the old rumba forever. Congo music is big enough for both! And
Kékélé are the proof.

Kekele's third album Kinavana pays tribute to the music of Guillermo Portabales. It
comprises 12 songs that Portabales composed or recorded. In place of the original
Spanish lyrics, the Kekele singers have written new Lingala lyrics that are decidedly not
translations from Spanish.

"BaKristo", for example, is based on the music of "El Carretero", but instead of telling a
wagoner's tale it denounces the efforts of evangelical churches in Africa to ban all music
that is not Christian. For the music of Kinavana, like the title combining Kinshasa and
Havana, is both Congolese and Cuban.

"These days it's not too surprising to see aging musicians that can still rock. Think Mick
Jagger or Stephen Tyler of Aerosmith, but the subject of today's Global Hit is a group of
veteran musicians that don't rock, they rumba." BBC's "The World"
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"Kékeélé, the Congolese answer to Cuba's Buena Vista Social Club, are survivors from
that era [60s]; now based in Paris and mostly in their 50s, they are still cheery and on
good form, and are enjoying a new lease of life as musicians" The Guardian

Beacon Art Project 2007 - '990: General History of Other Areas'

Beacon Art Project is a contemporary visual art festival set in the rural
landscape and towns of Lincolnshire. This year's project, entitled '990: General
History of Other Areas' is curated by Sally O'Reilly and concentrates on
performance art and the moving image. From Friday 19 October until Sunday
22 October 2007, the coastal town of Mablethorpe will host the fourth Beacon
Art Project..

For one weekend Mablethorpe will be transformed as shops, pubs and public
buildings become temporary spaces for newly commissioned artworks. The title
of this year's event '990: General History of Other Areas' takes its name
from the Dewey Decimal System, used by librarians to order the books for their
shelves.

artist-created talent contest and craft fair.

In a weekend of contrasts visitors to Beacon 2007 might encounter artworks
quietly in a dark and intimate space or presented grandly on stage with a
sense of drama or simply by chance in pubs and shops.

Beacon Art Project is now in its fourth year, and Arts Council East
Midlands have been major funders of the project since it's inception in 2004.
Additional funding this year has come from Lincolnshire Creative Solutions
initiative, East Lindsey district Council and Kesteven & Sleaford High School.
Project directors John Plowman and Nicola Streeten live in Lincolnshire and
are dedicated to bringing art into the region and enabling audiences to
travel to see it.
